OSCAR SICK CHILDREN POLICY

 

If a child is unwell on arrival at an Oscar session or becomes unwell during the session, it is the responsibility of the member of Oscar staff in charge of the session to assess the child to decide if the parent/carer needs to be contacted to collect the child early.  If the condition of a child appears more serious, the Accident Procedure should be followed.  
If a child is deemed to be too unwell to stay at Oscar Club a member of staff will contact the parent/carer.  The member of staff will then stay with the child until they are collected.

If, for any reason the parent cannot be reached, a staff member will contact the next person on the child’s contact card.  The member of staff will then stay with the child until they are collected.

If the child is poorly but deemed well enough to stay at Oscar Club, they will be allowed to sit or lie quietly in the book corner with a blanket for comfort and a member of Oscar staff will check the child every 10 minutes to monitor their condition.  If the child’s condition deteriorates it is the responsibility of the member of Oscar staff in charge of the session to assess the child to decide if the parent/carer needs to be contacted to collect the child early.  If so, follow the procedure as detailed above.  If the condition of the child appears to have become more serious, the Accident Procedure should be followed with the child’s condition monitored at 10 minute intervals and recorded on the individual Sick Children Record until the child is collected.
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
